	This Month’s Creative Teaching Strategy
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Did you know that when you stand up 20% more oxygen goes to your brain?  It’s true!  This means that if you get your students moving, they will actually be more focused & learn 20% more.  Wow!  Here’s a great way to review a concept with your students called a SHOUT OUT.  After a lesson, have one student roll two dice.  Add or multiply the numbers together to get the number of “Shout Outs” needed.  Set a timer for 1 minute, and see if your students can randomly jump up and “Shout Out” that many different facts or ideas about the concept before the time runs out.
